PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that pursuant to Education Law subdivision 2857(1) this notice is to inform you of certain actions of the Board of Regents with respect to charter applications and proposals for SUNY authorized charter schools.
On October 19, 2010, the Board of Regents approved the following charter application:

Broome Street Academy Charter High School: Planned location is NYC CSD 2 with a planned opening of August 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 110 students in grade 9; 5th year – 325 students in grades 9-12.
On November 16, 2010, the Board of Regents approved the following charter proposals:

Bronx Success Academy Charter School 3: Planned location is NYC CSD 7 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 188 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 689 students in grades K-5.  Note that the SUNY Trustees have approved a revision to change the name of the school to “Brooklyn Success Academy Charter School 1” and for it to open in NYC CSD 14 rather than CSD 7.
Success Academy Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 3 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 188 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 689 students in grades K-5. Please note that the school is seeking a name change to “Upper West Success Academy Charter School.”
On December 14, 2010, the Board of Regents approved the following charter applications:

Achievement First Aspire Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 19 with a planned opening in August 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows:  1st year – 85 students in grade 5; 5th year – 716 students in grades K-3 and 5-9.

Boys Preparatory Charter School of New York: Planned location is NYC CSD 7 or 8.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows:  1st year – 132 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 396 students in grades K-5; Charter management organization – Public Preparatory Network, Inc.  Please note that the school has been granted a planning year and will now open in the fall of 2012 rather than 2011.
East Harlem Scholars Academy Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 4 with a planned opening in August 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows:  1st year – 100 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 300 students in grades K-5.

Explore Excel Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 17 or 18 with a planned opening in August 2011.  Charter management organization – Explore Schools, Inc.  Please note that the SUNY Trustees have approved a revision of the school’s grades served and enrollment to the following:  proposed revised 1st Year enrollment/grades served - 224 students/K-3; proposed revised 5th Year enrollment/grades served - 456 students/K-7.
Heketi Community Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 7.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 88 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 240 students in grades K-5.  Please note that the school has been granted a planning year and will now open in the fall of 2012 rather than 2011.
Innovate Manhattan Charter School:  Planned location is NYC CSD 2 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 132 students in grades 6-7; 5th year – 198 students in grades 6-8

Invictus Preparatory Charter School: Planned location is NYC CSD 19 with a planned opening in August 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 90 students in grade 5; 5th year – 450 students in grades 5-9.

The New Visions Charter High School for the Humanities: Planned location is NYC CSD 7 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 125 students in grade 9; 5th year – 566 students in grades 9-12.

The New Visions Charter High School for Advanced Math and Science: Planned location is NYC CSD 7 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 125 students in grade 9; 5th year – 566 students in grades 9-12.

Our World Neighborhood Charter School II: Planned location is NYC CSD 30 with a planned opening of September 2011.  Planned enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 104 students in grades K-1; 5th year – 312 students in grades K-5.  Please note that the SUNY Trustees have approved a name change for this school to “Academy of the City Charter School.”
On April 5, 2011 the Board of Regents approved the following charter proposals:

ROADS Charter School I: Planned opening in September 2011.  Proposed enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 150 students in grade 9; 5th year – 250 students in grades 9-12.  Please note that the school will now locate in NYC CSD 23 rather than NYC CSD 17.
ROADS Charter School II: Proposed location is NYC CSD 7 with a planned opening of September 2012.  Proposed enrollment and grades served are as follows: 1st year – 150 students in grade 9; 5th year – 250 students in grades 9-12.

No further notification regarding the above-listed schools is anticipated.
