On September 14, 2010, the Board of Regents approved the following charter revisions:  

Achievement First North Crown Heights Charter School: The school changed its name to “Achievement First Apollo Charter School.”

Leadership Preparatory Charter School: The school changed its name to “Leadership Preparatory Bedford Stuyvesant Charter School.”

Sisulu-Walker Charter School of Harlem: The school revised its grades served to include K-5 retroactive to the 2008-2009 school year with no increase in projected enrollment.
On January 11, 2011 the Board of Regents approved the following charter revision:

Leadership Preparatory Ocean Hill Charter School: The school increased its planned enrollment to reflect the following: in the 2010-2011 school year, an increase from 116 to 145 students in Kindergarten through first grade; in the 2011-2012 school year, an increase from 171 to 232 students in Kindergarten through second grade; and in the 2012-2013 school year, an increase from 223 to 313 students in Kindergarten through third grade.

Excellence Charter School for Girls: The school changed its name to “Excellence Girls Charter School.”
