PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that pursuant to Education Law subdivision 2857(1) this notice is to inform you of certain actions of the Board of Regents with respect to charter applications, renewal charter applications, and revisions for State University authorized charter schools.
On July 19, 2010, the Board of Regents approved the following charter renewal application: 

· Harlem Link Charter School:  Located in NYC CSD 3; charter renewal commencing August 1, 2010 and terminating July 31, 2013; proposed final enrollment/grades served – 320 students/K-5.

On July 19, 2010 the Board of Regents approved the following charter revisions:
· Crown Heights Collegiate Charter School, which will open in Fall 2010 and is located in NYC CSD 23, changed its name to “Ocean Hill Collegiate Charter School.”
· East New York Collegiate Charter School, which will open in Fall 2010 and is located in NYC CSD 23, changed its name to “Brooklyn East Collegiate Charter School.”

· Excellence Charter School of Bedford Stuyvesant, located in NYC CSD 16, changed its name to “Excellence Boys Charter School of Bedford Stuyvesant;” amended its enrollment policy to define “at risk” students as those students eligible for free or reduced-price lunch; changed the date by which students must attain age 5 for enrollment purposes from December 1 to December 31; and amended its enrollment variance to plus or minus 20 percent.
· Girls Preparatory Charter School of East Harlem, located in NYC CSD 8, changed its name to “Girls Preparatory Charter School of the Bronx; increased its proposed enrollment from 100 students to 132 students during the first year of operation in 2009-2010, and from 255 to 425 students at full capacity; and contracted revised its charter to contract with the management partner Public Preparatory Network, Inc.

· Girls Preparatory Charter School of New York, located in NYC CSD 1, revised its charter to contract with the management partner Public Preparatory Network, Inc.

· Leadership Preparatory Charter School 3, which will open in Fall 2010 and is located in NYC CSD 23, changed its name to “Leadership Preparatory Ocean Hill Charter School.”

· Leadership Preparatory East New York Charter School, located in NYC CSD 23, changed its name to “Leadership Preparatory Brownsville Charter School;” changed the date by which students must attain age 5 for enrollment purposes from December 1 to December 31; and amended its enrollment variance to plus or minus 20 percent of the approved enrollment.
