1. Due to the extraordinary circumstances associated with the transition to remote learning and cancellation of exam administrations in 2019-20, the SUNY Charter Schools Institute (the “Institute”) has made substantial changes to the required reporting as part of the Accountability Plan Progress Report (“APPR”). Method
The school administered the Regents English exam that students must pass to graduate. The State Education Department currently defines the college and career readiness standard as scoring at or above Performance Level 4 (meeting Common Core expectations) on the Regents Exam in English Language Arts (Common Core).  This measure examines the percent of the Accountability Cohort that achieved at least Performance Level 4 by the completion of their fourth year in the cohort.  
Due to the state’s cancellation of June 2020 and August 2020 administrations of the Regents, some students in the 2016 Cohort who had not previously sat for the exam but were scheduled to sit for this exam in 2020 would be exempted from the graduation requirement.  As such, the school should report both the number of students who were exempted from the exam as well as the percentage of students achieving at least Level 4 among the students who sat for the exam.

Goal 3: Absolute Measure
Each year, 80 percent of students in the high school Accountability Cohort will at least partially meet Common Core expectations (currently scoring at or above Performance Level 3 on the Regents Exam in English Language Arts (Common Core)) by the completion of their fourth year in the cohort.
Method
The school administered the Regents English exam that students must pass to graduate.  The school scores Regents on a scale from 0 to 100.
