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SUNY Charter Schools Institute Pre-K Review

Purpose of the visit:

State statute requires the SUNY Charter Schools Institute (the “Institute”) to conduct ongoing monitoring of pre-
Kindergarten (“pre-K”) programs at all SUNY-authorized charter schools. The Institute utilizes the New York
Statewide Universal Full-Day Prekindergarten Program Quality Assurance Protocol® during its pre-K visits. These
visits include a review of academic, organizational, and financial documentation, classroom observations of the
pre-K classrooms, and an interview with the school leader. This report provides an overview of the evidence
gathered during the pre-K review process.

Summary of the Visit:

The Institute visited the East Harlem Scholars Academy Charter Schools (“East Harlem Scholars”)
pre-K program on March 1, 2018. The pre-K leader and teachers provide a high quality early
childhood experience to the students and families participating in the program.

The pre-K program is in its second year of operation and serves 18 students in one classroom. One
lead teacher and one assistant teacher lead the classroom. The program shares an additional
assistant teacher with the East Harlem Scholars Academy Charter School Il pre-K program. The
program leader oversees both pre-K program sites. The pre-K program establishes a classroom
environment that is joyful and engaging for students. The pre-K schedule provides students with
structured and unstructured time throughout the day to engage with each other. Teachers are
skilled at promoting language development and higher order thinking throughout the day.

The program leader reviews and modifies the program annually, as well as sets goals for the pre-K
students and teachers informed by a variety of data such as the Early Childhood Environmental
Rating Scale-Revised (“ECERS-R”), internal interim pre-K assessment data, Kindergarten assessment
data, and surveys. The program provides teachers with professional development and coaching
aligned with the program’s goals. In response to ECERS-R data, the program modified its daily
schedule to provide pre-K students with additional time for choice based centers and purchased
additional classroom materials for learning centers. Similar to the Institute’s analysis, the program
leader identifies teacher questioning as a strength but continues to focus coaching on expanding
this skill during small group instruction and center time. The program leader also identifies an
opportunity to use authentic assessment data more strategically to inform classroom instruction.
As a result, the leader prioritizes additional teacher training on the use of the authentic assessment
system.

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Promising Practices:

e The quality of instruction and teacher-student interactions is strong. The program places a clear emphasis on
language development and vocabulary. Teachers consistently push students to elaborate on responses to
questions. The classroom environment supports language and vocabulary through content word walls, visuals at
each center, and student work that has written descriptions. Teachers are also intentional about facilitating
student discussion and pushing student thinking by asking open ended questions.

e The pre-K lead teacher invites families to participate in the pre-K program every Thursday. The program uses the
time as an effective way to build relationships and help families understand how to support their students at
home.

Required Corrective Actions for Program Compliance:

e None at this time.

Recommendations for Program Quality Improvement:

e The program does not consistently maximize learning time with quick transition times throughout the day.
Improving this area will help pre-K students prepare to transition to Kindergarten.

e Leaders identify a goal to improve the use of authentic assessment information to inform program practice. This
goal includes utilizing programmatic data to ensure vertical alignment into the upper grades.

‘Supporting Documents’ column lists documents that may be used to support successful implementation
of the applicable indicator. At the end of each Quality Standard Section there is a list of observable
practices that indicate quality. These lists, while not totally inclusive, may assist an observer evaluating a
program’s quality.

A representative of the monitoring team will contact the grantee prior to the monitoring visit to specify

which documents will be required. School districts are reminded to share the Quality Assurance Protocol
with partnering community providers.
