Promising Practices:

e East Harlem Scholars Il pre-K program leverages its partnership with East Harlem Tutorial Program
to provide many resources to families including access to health, financial planning, and legal
services. During the pandemic, the charter helped set up emergency funding for families who had
difficulties meeting basic needs.

e Teachers demonstrate an improvement in consistent interaction with students. Observations
included most teachers asking series of questions to encourage conversation both between teacher
and student and student to student.

Required Corrective Actions for Program Compliance:

e N/A

Recommendations for Program Quality Improvement:
e Program leaders recognize continuing to develop teacher-student interactions, specifically in
language modeling with self talk and student narration.
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e The program is experiencing lower than expected enrollment for the 2022-23 school year. It
continues to recruit students, but the program should plan to understand enrollment patterns for
the future or strategize new ways to fully enroll the program.
