EDUCATION CORPORATION BACKGROUND 
KIPP NYC Public Charter Schools (“KIPP NYC Schools”) is an education corporation authorized by the State University 
of New York Board of Trustees (the “SUNY Trustees”) with the authority to operate eight charter schools including 

KIPP Always Mentally Prepared Charter School (“KIPP AMP”), 
KIPP Freedom Charter School (“KIPP Freedom”), and KIPP S.T.A.R. 
College Prep Charter School (“KIPP STAR”). The education 
corporation also operates KIPP Beyond Charter School (“KIPP 
Beyond”), KIPP Bronx Charter School II (“KIPP Bronx II”), and 
KIPP Bronx Charter School III (“KIPP Bronx III”), all of which the 
SUNY Trustees approved. KIPP Washington Heights Academy 
Charter School (“KIPP Washington Heights”), KIPP AMP, KIPP 
Infinity Charter School (“KIPP Infinity”), KIPP Freedom, and KIPP 
STAR merged under authorization of the SUNY Trustees effective 
July 1, 2019. KIPP NYC Schools contracts with KIPP NYC, LLC, 
(“KIPP NYC” or the “network”), a New York not-for-profit limited 
liability company, which via a shared services agreement, provides 

support to KIPP NYC Schools and one charter school authorized by the New York City Schools Chancellor. The 
network provides support for academic instruction, professional development, fundraising, community outreach, 
finance, operations, facilities, technology, student and staff recruitment, and human resources. 

NOTEWORTHY 
KIPP NYC Schools consistently matriculates high proportions of its graduating classes into two and four year 
college programs following graduation. Notably in 2021-22, 83% of the graduating seniors matriculated 

into college programs that included the State University of New York, City University of New York (CUNY), 
historically Black colleges and universities, and private programs in the fall following graduation. KIPP Forward, 
formerly known as KIPP Through College and Career, supports students with one to one post-secondary 

advising to ensure students pursue appropriate college matches and increase the likelihood of persistence in 

the highest quality post-secondary placement. 

RESPONSE TO INTERRUPTED INSTRUCTION CAUSED BY COVID-19 

KIPP NYC leaders identify three main priorities for the next several years, which include establishing clear and 
consistent student achievement goals to address interrupted instruction; building organizational capacity by focusing 
on needs of stakeholders; and, substantiating a process for intellectual preparation to teach focused on building 
content knowledge for teachers. KIPP NYC took a strategic approach to providing supports to address interrupted 
instruction due to COVID-19. The network created a new beginning of the year curricular unit for content areas, and 
teachers deliver foundational grade level content at the start of the year followed by administering a new diagnostic 
assessment that covers specific skills and standards to understand student learning needs. Based on results of the 
diagnostic, teachers work with leaders to identify essential lessons that help build students’ foundational skills for 
each grade level. In light of a lack of reliable state test data over the past few years, KIPP NYC created an assessment 
working group to establish a new end of year literacy assessment. The data from these assessments help inform 
teachers’ analysis of student performance and support data driven decision making and planning for the next school 
year. The network also built out teaching strategies to mitigate the effects of interrupted instruction during the 
pandemic including more small group instruction and individual student goal setting.

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RENEWAL RECOMMENDATION 

FULL-TERM RENEWAL 

Renewal through July 31, 2024. The SUNY Charter Schools Institute (the “Institute”) 
recommends the SUNY Trustees’ Charter Schools Committee approve the following Applications 
for Charter Renewal: 

• KIPP Always Mentally Prepared Charter School; 

• KIPP Freedom Charter School; and, 

• KIPP S.T.A.R. College Prep Charter School 

through July 31, 2024 to align each related education corporation’s charter expiration and 
renewal schedule going forward. If renewed, each charter will be granted the authority to 
provide instruction to students in such configuration as set forth in each charter’s Application 
for Renewal. The Institute makes this recommendation as each charter meets the requirements 
set forth in the Policies for Renewal of Not-For-Profit Charter School Education Corporations 
and Charter Schools Authorized by the Board of Trustees of the State University of New York (the 
“SUNY Renewal Policies”).¹ 

The table below presents information on the Institute’s plan² to align the expiration dates of the charters under the 
education corporation. In 2023-24, the Institute will conduct a full renewal visit and review of KIPP NYC Schools with 
the intention to put forward a renewal recommendation for each charter based on each charter’s established record 
of academic success. KIPP Beyond, expiring in 2025-26, will also be considered alongside the entire education 
corporation as part of the Institute’s plan to align all charters with the same expiration date.

2: the education corporation can demonstrate the ability to operate each charter in an educationally and fiscally 
sound manner in the next charter term; and, 

3: given the programs it will offer, its structure, and its purpose, approving each charter to operate for another year is 
likely to improve student learning and achievement and materially further the purposes of the Act.⁴

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
During their charter terms, KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR are each an academic success having met or 
come close to meeting their key Accountability Plan goals. The information below presents the key findings for the 
SUNY Trustees and highlights the successes of the charters. 

FINDINGS & INFORMATION 

Is each charter due for renewal an academic success? 

KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR are each an academic success. Historically, each charter has demonstrated 
strong results on the New York State assessments in English language arts (“ELA”) and mathematics. As the 
charters and network engage in a more typical year of learning, the network built systems to mitigate the effects 
of interrupted instruction due to COVID-19. These systems include updates to assessments and data use as well as 
targeted teaching strategies to support students in building foundational grade level skills while focused on building 
grade level content. KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR all demonstrate academic success in the following 
manner: 

• In 2021-22, all three charters under renewal review outperformed their districts in ELA and mathematics among 
all tested students. Notably, KIPP STAR students enrolled in at least their second year surpassed the district 
proficiency rate by 29 percentage points in ELA and 30 percentage points in mathematics; 

• KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR successfully support at-risk student populations including students 
with disabilities. In 2021-22, the charters’ students with disabilities outperformed their district peers in ELA and 
mathematics; and, 

• Students at KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR persist into the education corporation’s high school 
program at high rates. The high school program consistently posts high graduation rates. In 2021-22, 92% of 
the 2018 Cohort graduated after four years. 

Is each charter due for renewal an effective, viable organization? 

KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR are each an effective, viable organization. KIPP NYC’s board governance for 
the education corporation and oversight of the charter management organization provides effective supports for 
each charter. 

Is each charter due for renewal fiscally sound? 

KIPP NYC Schools and each charter are fiscally sound based on the evidence collected through renewal review. The 
education corporation has met its fiscal benchmarks and presents a reasonable fiscal plan for the next charter term. 

If the SUNY Trustees renew the education corporation’s authority to operate each charter due for renewal, are its 
plans for the charters reasonable, feasible, and achievable? 

KIPP NYC Schools’ plans for the futures of KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR, if renewed, are reasonable, 
feasible, and achievable. KIPP NYC Schools plans to implement similar elements that have led to success in the 
current charter term with some adjustments based on lessons learned during COVID-19, in each charter.

Based on the Institute’s review of each charter’s performance as posted over the charter term; a review of the 
Application for Charter Renewal submitted by the education corporation; a review of academic, organizational, 
governance, and financial documentation; and a renewal review of the charters’ academic program, the Institute 
finds each charter due for renewal meets the required criteria for renewal. 

The Institute recommends that the SUNY Trustees grant each KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR an Initial Full 
Term Renewal with each charter’s expiration date of July 31, 2024 to align the charter expiration dates of KIPP NYC 
Schools.

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CHARTER SCHOOL BACKGROUND 

NOTEWORTHY 

KIPP NYC’s food service program grew from within the network to provide fresh, healthy meals to students and 
the communities surrounding many KIPP charter schools. It started as a nascent culinary program for students 
and quickly grew to a food service operation that distributed 75,000 meals each month to families in the Bronx, 
Brooklyn, Harlem, and Washington Heights throughout the pandemic. Now, KIPP NYC is developing its capacity to 
produce fresh, scratch made cooking at all KIPP NYC buildings with the resources and space to do so. This summer, 
the kitchen at KIPP Freedom’s elementary school site became the home to a new floor, range hood, and other new 
equipment. The site now has a production kitchen where the team can create scratch made meals for its students.

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? HAS EACH CHARTER DUE FOR RENEWAL MET OR COME CLOSE TO 
MEETING ITS ACADEMIC ACCOUNTABILITY PLAN GOALS? 

KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR met or came close to meeting their key academic Accountability Plan goals 
over the charter term. Notably, all three charters also demonstrated consistently high growth scores in mathematics 
over the term exceeding the target in every year with available data. Each of the charters also met their science and 
Every Student Succeeds Act (“ESSA”) goals. 

Over the charter term, the charters under renewal review routinely outperformed their comparison districts every 
year according to New York’s ELA assessments. KIPP AMP and KIPP STAR enrolled students for at least two years in 
2017-18 and 2018-19 who completed the state’s ELA and mathematics assessments and outperformed their districts 
by at least 13 percentage points. Notably, KIPP STAR performed 30 percentage points higher than the district in 
2017-18. In 2021-22, all three charters’ students enrolled in at least their second year posted proficiency rates that 
surpassed the district performance by at least five percentage points in ELA. In comparison to schools throughout 
New York State enrolling similar concentrations of economically disadvantaged students, the three charters up for 
renewal performed higher than expected to a large degree according to the Institute’s effect size analysis. 

In mathematics, students enrolled in at least their second year at KIPP AMP and KIPP STAR outperformed the 
district every year. Although KIPP Freedom’s students enrolled in at least their second year posted a mathematics 
proficiency rate similar to the district in 2021-22, the overall proficiency rate for all tested students exceeded 
the district. From 2017-18 through 2021-22, except in 2019-20 and 2020-21 when state assessment scores were 
not available, the charters posted effect sizes in mathematics that far exceeded the target of 0.3. This level of 
achievement indicates the charters performed higher than expected to a large degree in comparison to all public 
schools across the state enrolling similar percentages of economically disadvantaged students. 

KIPP Freedom’s academic achievement during the charter term was high although the charter’s enrollment pattern 
in the midst of interrupted instruction caused by the COVID-19 pandemic produced a limited set of accountability 
data. The charter enrolled 5th grade students for the first time in 2018-19. An absolute performance metric is not 
available for accountability purposes because the Accountability Plan equitably analyzes the results for students 
enrolled in the charter for at least two years. However, the charter’s 2019 effect size and growth score metrics 
demonstrated the effectiveness of KIPP Freedom’s academic program. In both ELA and mathematics, KIPP Freedom 
performed higher than expected to a meaningful degree in ELA and to a large degree in mathematics. The charter 
also exceeded its target for growth in both subject areas: by eight points in ELA and, remarkably, 35 points in 
mathematics. 
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Given the absence of reliable and credible performance data from the state’s ELA and mathematics assessments for 
3rd – 8th grade students in 2019-20 and 2020-21, the Institute worked with charters and testing experts to develop 
a set of performance measures for use with internal and nationally normed assessments. The Institute continues 
to analyze each charter’s internal assessments to evaluate the charter’s academic attainment in lieu of reliable 
state exam data in 2020-21 and to contextualize the baseline state exam data from 2021-22. During the 2021-22 
school year, the three charters under renewal review also demonstrated academic success against the key academic 
Accountability Plan goal in ELA using the STEP assessment and the network’s internally developed assessments 
aligned to state standards. The charters used the nationally normed i-Ready assessment in mathematics. Notably in 
2021-22, 41% of students across the education corporation demonstrated at least one and one third year’s worth 
of progress in reading according to the STEP assessment. In mathematics, two thirds of KIPP NYC Schools students 
posted at least 100% progress towards annual growth on the i-Ready assessment. 
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COMPLIANCE REPORTING 

? HAS THE EDUCATION CORPORATION SUBSTANTIALLY COMPLIED WITH 
APPLICABLE LAWS, RULES AND REGULATIONS, AND PROVISIONS OF ITS 
CHARTER? 
Each charter under renewal consideration substantially complied with applicable laws, rules and regulations, 
and provisions of the charter. During the current charter term, the education corporation and each charter 
up for renewal demonstrated a clear record of compliance with the terms of each charter including the timely 
submission of required reporting to the Institute. 

KIPP NYC PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOLS 

FOIL The education corporation’s Freedom of Information Law (“FOIL”) policy requires minor 
revision regarding the appeal process and to provide a link to the site for the New York 
State Committee on Open Government. In addition, the education corporation’s website 
fails to provide the FOIL subject matter list with link. The Institute will follow up with the 
education corporation to update the policy prior to the next charter term. 

Teacher Certification The Act allows charters to hire up to 15 uncertified faculty members contingent upon 
those teachers meeting certain requirements including: two years of Teach for America 
experience; three years of teaching experience; status as a higher education professor; 
exceptional experience in a subject; or, teaching science, technology, engineering, and 
mathematics (STEM) or career and technical education courses. 

At the time of the renewal review, KIPP AMP employed 19 uncertified lead teachers 
including four lead teachers above the limit allowable under the Act. Among its 19 
uncertified lead teachers, 15 met the appropriate qualification under the Act at the time 
of the renewal review. 

At the time of the renewal review, KIPP Freedom employed 37 uncertified lead teachers 
including 22 lead teachers above the limit allowable under the Act. Among its 37 
uncertified lead teachers, 35 met the appropriate qualification under the Act at the time 
of the renewal review. 

At the time of the renewal review, KIPP STAR employed 27 uncertified lead teachers 
including 12 lead teachers above the limit allowable under the Act. Among its 27 
uncertified lead teachers, 25 lead teachers met the appropriate qualification under the 
Act at the time of the renewal review. 
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KIPP NYC’s recruitment team inquires about certification during phone interviews and 
confirms each candidate’s certification status as it impacts compensation. The network 
prioritizes teachers with certification or those on a pathway towards certification. Once 
hired, the KIPP NYC Certification team tracks the progress of each certified teacher in a 
database, and meets with them regularly to ensure they understand their next steps, in 
addition to providing office hours and PD sessions to inform and support the certification 
process. With the help of the NYC Charter School Center, KIPP NYC provides support for 
in-state and out-of-state candidates. KIPP NYC partners with Relay Graduation School of 
Education in the Education Preparation Programs for teacher certification and provides 
tuition assistance. KIPP NYC’s staff handbook clearly outlines expectations, assistance, 
and consequences for current staff members who are not certified.

Parent Survey Data KIPP NYC Schools administers the New York City Department Of Education (“NYCDOE”) 
annual family survey. In 2021-22, only 8% of families across the three charters under 
renewal review responded. Of the respondents, 90% expressed satisfaction with the 
charters’ programming. The Institute acknowledges that the low response rate is not 
representative of all families. The Institute will work with the network to ensure higher 
response rates to parent satisfaction inquiries in a subsequent charter term, if granted. 

Public Comments In accordance with the Act, the Institute notified the district in which the charter school 
is located regarding the Application for Charter Renewal. The full text of any written 
comments received from the district appears below, which also includes a summary of 
any public comments. 

The NYCDOE held its required hearing on KIPP AMP’s, KIPP Freedom’s, and KIPP 
STAR’s renewal applications on November 14, 2022 via videoconference. A KIPP NYC 
representative spoke about KIPP NYC Schools’ overall program citing its innovative college 
and career counseling programs currently serving 7,300 students across New York City 
with plans to serve 10,000 students over the next five years. The representative also 
spoke about its aim for students, in partnership with stakeholders including alumni, 
parents, and students across the communities, to be academically prepared, creative 
problem solvers, and holistic community contributors. 

KIPP AMP’s middle school level principal spoke about the charter’s strong community 
engagement, the ways in which the program meets both its academic and character 
development goals, and how doing so ensures each student engages with the larger 
community. The principal also spoke about KIPP AMP’s strong partnership with its 
co-located schools and co-hosting various events for all students in the building. The 
elementary level principal spoke about growing up in the community and how he aims 
to provide students with formative experiences better than his own. The principal cited 
doing this work with a strong family base and ensuring students know their full potential. 
A parent with multiple children at the charter spoke about the charter’s support for both 
students and family. Another parent spoke about the charter’s positive impact on the 
community. Another parent spoke about the choices that KIPP AMP provides students 
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and how the charter does not allow a student to fail. The parent also mentioned that 
leaders and teachers are always available to have a conversation. A representative of the 
local senator’s office spoke in opposition to the program citing diversion of funds and 
lower funding for district schools. 

KIPP Freedom’s principal spoke about the charter’s commitment to the idea that every 
child can excel and every child deserves access to the academic skills to afford them a 
life of choice. The principal also described the partnership with the charter’s co-located 
school referring to the partnership as ‘The Alliance’ and described a shared mascot and 
similar goals to serve all students in the building. The principal also described community 
partnerships including one organization offering clinical mental health services to 
students of both schools in the building. Another KIPP Freedom leader spoke about 
creating a joyful and academically excellent school that creates socially conscious citizens 
with a voice. The leader also spoke about community projects including singing at a 
local senior center, restoring a neighborhood garden, volunteering at the local children’s 
hospital, and partnering with Build Africa to support schools in Kenya and Uganda. A 
KIPP Freedom teacher spoke about the director of engagement whose job is to ensure 
students have meaningful experiences. A parent spoke about her satisfaction with the 
school’s special education program and cited it helps her student grow academically 
and socially. The parent also spoke about her child’s pride in school work and how the 
charter provides holistic care for each student. Another parent spoke about her child’s 
academic and behavioral growth and the general high levels of satisfaction with KIPP 
Freedom. 

A charter representative for KIPP STAR spoke about its partnership with the Exodus 
Transitional Community and how the charter community helped collect over 9,000 pairs 
of socks for community members. The charter’s principal spoke about the academic 
growth experienced by students and the relationships built with students and families. 
The principal also described a wide range of community partnerships including North 
Side Center to provide counseling to students and families. The principal also mentioned 
its partnership with its co-located school to host community events and partnering to 
ensure that students benefit from partnerships and events for all students in the building. 
A parent with multiple students at KIPP NYC Schools spoke about how the charter 
teaches them how to advocate for themselves and how the school feels like a family. 
Another parent spoke of how her children are excited to go to school and how they love 
their teachers because they show compassion and care. The school operations manager, 
who is a KIPP NYC Schools alum, spoke of the relationship she still has with her teachers 
and that KIPP NYC Schools build strong relationships. A community member requested 
that SUNY and NYCDOE analyze the building utilization due to apparent overcrowding of 
the programs in the building. 
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Persistence in Enrollment An additional indicator of parent satisfaction is persistence in enrollment. In 2021-22, 
87% of KIPP NYC Schools’ students returned from the previous year. Student persistence 
data from previous years of the charter term is available in student demographics section 
of the report. 

The Institute derived the statistical information on persistence in enrollment from its database. No comparative data from the NYCDOE or the New 
York State Education Department (“NYSED”) is available to the Institute to provide either district or statewide context.

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ENROLLMENT AND RETENTION TARGETS 

As required by Education Law § 2851(4)(e), a charter must include in its renewal application information regarding the 

efforts it will put in place to meet or exceed SUNY’s enrollment and retention targets for students with disabilities, ELLs, 
and students who are eligible applicants for the federal Free and Reduced Price Lunch (“FRPL”) program. The Institute 

examines each school’s progress toward meeting or coming close to meeting its targets over the charter term as well as

KIPP NYC Schools makes good faith efforts to meet the enrollment and retention targets for each charter in the 
education corporation. The charters, with support from the network, conducts the following recruitment efforts: 

• Employing part time outreach specialists across the network on the community outreach team who attend 
community events, pre-Kindergarten (“pre-K”) open houses, and public housing family days to distribute 
information about the charters and answer questions for prospective families; 

• Including a lottery preference for students who are eligible applicants for the FRPL program; 

• Distributing fliers, postcards, advertisements, and direct mailings in zip codes that the network identifies as 
having demographics matching the charter schools’ enrollment targets; 

• Partnering with universal pre-K programs and community daycare programs to hold information sessions for 
prospective families; 

• Translating all informational materials, recruitment materials, advertisements, and social media promotions into 
multiple languages; 

• Training outreach specialists with relevant information about the charters’ offerings for students with 
individualized education programs (“IEPs”) and ELLs in order to answer questions from prospective families; and, 

• Frequently surveying families and students about satisfaction with the charters’ services as well as their intent 
to return in a future school year.

IS THE EDUCATION CORPORATION FISCALLY SOUND? 
KIPP NYC Schools is fiscally sound as are its charters, KIPP AMP, KIPP Freedom, and KIPP STAR, 
based on the Institute’s analysis of the fiscal evidence collected through the renewal review. 
The SUNY Fiscal Dashboard presents color-coded tables and charts indicating that each charter up 
for renewal and the education corporation have demonstrated fscal soundness over the majority of 
the charter term.5 The fiscal dashboard for each charter and the education corporation can be 
found at the end of this section. The discussion that follows relates mainly to the KIPP NYC Schools 
education corporation because a charter is not a legally distinct fscal entity. 

KIPP NYC Schools currently contracts with KIPP NYC, which supports the charters in the areas of instructional 
management, recruiting, operations, finance, fundraising, human resources, real estate, technology, and professional 
development, under the terms of a shared services contract that includes an 12% fee over each charter’s term.

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The education corporation reported operating surpluses each year since its founding. The net assets of the 
education corporation have grown to $22.8 million as of June 30, 2022. The education corporation benefits from 
a combined balance sheet, which is a combination of individual charter assets and liabilities. In order to track 
the operations of any individual charter within an education corporation, the Institute monitors each individual 
charter’s revenues and expenses to report operating surpluses or deficits. The combined education corporation 
fiscal dashboard shows the organization is fiscally strong. It demonstrates low risk on most ratios. The education 
corporation has 1.3 months of cash on hand to pay liabilities due shortly which is artificially low due to the 
timing of the measure at fiscal year end as it is historically the low point for the year due to revenue and expense 
timing. KIPP NYC Schools has funded and maintained the required amount in a separate escrow account in case 
of dissolution of any of the charters under the education corporation. The Institute is reviewing the most recent 
fiscal audits and anticipates the education corporation’s continued fiscal health.

BENCHMARK SUMMARY 
For strong performing SUNY authorized charter schools that implement a common school design across 

multiple schools, the Institute provides an analysis and description of the charters’ academic design structure 

using the Qualitative Education Benchmarks.  This subset of the SUNY Renewal Benchmarks focuses on 

assessment, curriculum, pedagogy, leadership, at-risk programs, organizational capacity, and board oversight. 
The following program description analyzes and reports on the charter design that produced the high quality 

outcomes captured in the body of this renewal report. 

ASSESSMENT 

KIPP NYC Schools has an assessment system that improves instructional effectiveness and student learning. 
The charters regularly administer a variety of valid and reliable assessments aligned to the charters’ curriculum 

and state performance standards. In ELA, charters use the STEP assessment and Fountas and Pinnell 
Benchmark Assessment System (“F&P”) at the elementary level. Across all grades, the charters administer 
internally developed interim assessments (“IAs”) and portfolio assessments that include a guided research 

writing piece. In mathematics, the charters  deliver curricular based assessments as well as network developed 

bi-weekly quizzes. KIPP NYC Schools also uses the nationally normed i-Ready assessment to identify students 

for targeted academic interventions. At the high school level, in addition to curricular based assessments and 

IAs, approximately 75% of students take at least one Advanced Placement exam in any subject. Teachers across 

each charter supplement these assessments with exit tickets, running records, and other informal assessments. 
Teachers use these data to adjust strategic groupings, determine content to reteach, and modify questioning 

strategies within lesson plans. The charters have a valid and reliable process for scoring the assessment suite, 
and leaders make results available to all stakeholders. Leaders and teachers use data to guide decision making 

practices and regularly communicate student progress to parents. 

CURRICULUM 

KIPP NYC Schools implements an effective curricular program with sufficient resources to support teachers in 

instructional planning. The network works to ensure the curriculum is both culturally responsive and aligned 

to New York State Learning Standards. Notably, the charters emphasize texts, perspectives, and intellectual 
work of people of color while supporting students in understanding patterns of injustice in their communities. 
The network provides charters with a framework, supporting documents, and performance expectations 

that enable teachers to develop high quality lesson plans aligned to state standards. In ELA, the education 

corporation uses KIPP Wheatley, a reading program that includes rigorous fiction and non-fiction units 

tailored to students’ backgrounds and interests. Teachers also deliver regular instruction in guided reading, 
close reading, and writing. In mathematics, the charter schools use a modified version of Eureka Math, a 

comprehensive mathematics curriculum closely aligned to state standards. The charters provide dedicated 

planning time for teachers to adjust lesson plans to anticipate student misconceptions and tailor content to 

student needs.

 PEDAGOGY 

High quality instruction is evident across all KIPP NYC Schools. Lessons include clear objectives aligned 

to purposeful activities. Teachers employ multiple strategies to check for student understanding such as 

circulating the classroom, conferencing with students, and using student hand signals. In most lessons, 
teachers use strategic groupings of students to allow for more targeted instruction. Across the education 

corporation, teachers challenge students with rigorous content and embed opportunities for higher order 
thinking throughout lessons. Teachers frequently ask students to elaborate on answers and provide specific 

evidence to back up assertions. Across all of the education corporation’s charter schools, teachers maintain 

classrooms that focus on academic achievement. Teachers implement clear and consistent routines to ensure 

students are engaged throughout lessons. A sense of urgency is evident across classrooms in all the charter 
schools. 

 INSTRUCTIONAL LEADERSHIP 

KIPP NYC Schools establishes strong instructional leadership practices across its charters. The leadership 

teams create an environment of high expectations for both students and staff members within the charter 
school community. Leaders communicate schoolwide priorities and provide teachers with information about 
the decision making process, which helps to strengthen teachers’ investment in the education corporation’s 

mission. As a result, teacher preparation and classroom instruction focus on student mastery and growth. 
Within this structure, teachers receive frequent and effective support, differentiated by grade and content. 
Each charter provides teachers with sustained, systemic, and effective coaching aimed at improving teachers’ 
instructional effectiveness. Instructional leaders conduct regular lesson observations and follow up meetings 

to review areas of growth and action steps. Leaders hold teachers accountable for quality instruction and 

student achievement through this consistent coaching and feedback system. If a teacher is not meeting 

expectations, leaders escalate the frequency and intensity of the coaching cycle and implement performance 

improvement plans when necessary. 

AT RISK PROGRAM 

KIPP NYC Schools has programs in place to meet the needs of students with disabilities, ELLs, and students 

struggling academically. The charter schools have clear systems to identify students in each of these subgroups. 
Each charter administers a battery of assessments in the early fall designed to identify students performing 

below grade level expectations. The charter schools also have a clear process to identify students who may 

require evaluation for special education services and work closely with the district committee on special 
education (“CSE”) and families to ensure students receive the evaluations in a timely manner.  Families 

complete the Home Language Identification Survey as part of the admissions packet, and school staff members 

conduct interviews to identify students who need to complete the New York State Identification Test for English 

Language Learners (“NYSITELL”). Once identified, the education corporation has sufficient services to support 
the learning needs of students with disabilities, ELLs, and students who struggle academically. All the charters 

offer integrated co-teaching (“ICT”) classrooms across all grade levels where a certified special education 

teacher provides support to students with disabilities and students struggling academically while general 
education teachers provide instruction concomitantly. For ELLs, ELL coordinators oversee the charters’ teachers

in providing language acquisition supports in both the regular classroom environment and in small groups pull 
out sessions. All these supports establish an at-risk program that produces high achievement for students with 

disabilities and ELLs at the education corporation. In 2018-19, students with disabilities and ELLs enrolled at 
KIPP NYC Schools posted proficiency rates in ELA and mathematics that exceeded their district and statewide 

peers. 

 ORGANIZATIONAL CAPACITY 

KIPP NYC Schools has clear operational procedures and an organizational structure that effectively supports 

the delivery of the academic program at each charter. The network provides support with fundraising, 
community outreach, finance, operations, facilities, technology implementation, student and staff member 
recruitment, and human resources. The network also provides the charters with professional development 
support, curriculum, and assessments. These network supports allow school based instructional leaders to 

focus on delivering the academic program successfully. The network and charter schools have clear lines of 
accountability that ensure leaders and teachers know who to go to for what. Instructional leadership positions 

have clearly defined responsibilities. KIPP NYC Schools maintains sufficient enrollment and have high retention 

year over year. The charters closely monitor progress toward meeting enrollment and retention targets for 
student subgroups. Notably, the majority of the charters far exceed the enrollment targets for students with 

disabilities. 

 BOARD OVERSIGHT AND GOVERNANCE 

The KIPP NYC Schools’ board works effectively to meet each charter school’s Accountability Plan goals. Board 

members have experience in education, finance, facilities, and other areas that enable them to provide 

effective oversight of the network and charters. As the education corporation continues to increase the 

number of students it serves, the board plans to continue developing its governance capacity. Board members 

request and receive information about the charters that allows them to provide sufficient oversight. Network 

leaders provide the board with monthly data reports on progress across the charters related to academics, 
culture, operations, and finance. Informed by this data, the board establishes clear priorities aligned to the 

charter schools’ academic, fiscal, and operational success, and implements clear systems to monitor ongoing 

progress toward meeting these goals. The board creates measurable annual performance goals, conducts an 

annual evaluation of the network, and holds the network accountable for academic, financial, and operational 
success.

This renewal recommendation report compiles evidence using the State University of New York Charter Renewal 
Benchmarks (the “SUNY Renewal Benchmarks”),2 which specify in detail what a successful charter should be able to 
demonstrate at the time of the renewal review.

At the beginning of the Accountability Period,³ each charter developed and adopted an Accountability Plan that set 
academic goals for performance in the key subjects of ELA and mathematics, as well as science and the federal Every 
Student Succeeds Act (“ESSA”). High school Accountability Plans also include goals for High School Graduation, 
College Preparation, and Social Studies. For each goal in the Accountability Plan, specific outcome measures define 
the level of performance necessary to meet that goal. The Institute examines results for all required Accountability 
Plan measures to determine goal attainment. The Act requires charters be held “accountable for meeting 
measurable student achievement results”⁴ and states the educational programs at a charter school must “meet or 
exceed the student performance standards adopted by the board of regents”⁵ for other public schools. SUNY’s 
required accountability measures rest on performance as measured by statewide assessments. Historically, SUNY’s 
required measures include measures that present schools’:

Absolute, comparative, and growth achievement provide a basis for triangulating charter performance within each 
academic goal area. Furthermore, every SUNY authorized charter school may propose additional, mission aligned 
goals and measures of success when crafting its Accountability Plan. The final Accountability Plan adopted by the 
education corporation’s board and approved by the Institute is included in the charter and frames the analysis of the 
charter’s student achievement results. 

The Institute consistently emphasizes comparative and growth performance over absolute measures in its analysis 
of goal attainment. Nevertheless, the Institute analyzes every measure included in a charter’s Accountability Plan to 
determine its level of academic success, including the extent to which each charter has established and maintained 
a record of high performance and demonstrated progress toward meeting its academic Accountability Plan goals 
throughout the charter term. Whether or not a charter includes additional measures in its Accountability Plan, the 
Institute considers all available evidence of charter performance at the time of renewal. 

3. Because the SUNY Trustees make a renewal decision before student achievement results for the final year of a charter term become available, 
the Accountability Period ends with the school year prior to the final year of the charter term. For a charter in a subsequent charter term, the 
Accountability Period covers the final year of the previous charter term and ends with the school year prior to the final year of the current 
charter term. In this renewal report, the Institute uses “charter term” and “Accountability Period” interchangeably.

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State assessment data in ELA, mathematics, and science in 3rd - 8th grade form the basis of data required to 
analyze the required accountability measures for elementary and middle schools. These data were not available in 
2019-20 following the state’s cancellation of all state exams during the start of the COVID-19 pandemic. Although 
schools participated in state assessments in ELA and mathematics in 2020-21, the participation rates that year 
were inconsistent. The resulting data is not sufficiently reliable or credible for cogent analyses of charter academic 
performance. In response, the Institute provided all SUNY authorized charter schools a framework for the analysis of 
norm-referenced and internally developed exam data. To every extent possible, the Institute attempted to maintain 
a consistent framework of examining absolute, comparative, and growth performance. During 2019-20 and 2020-21, 
charters reported data on a variety of norm-referenced and internally developed assessments to demonstrate 
student academic success. This renewal report contemplates charter performance during the pandemic through the 
lenses of absolute and growth performance on norm-referenced and internally developed ELA, mathematics, and 
science assessments along with high school completion and college readiness data. 
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
