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SCHOOL OVERVIEW

East Harlem Scholars Academy opened in August 2011 and in the 2021-22 school year served 838
students in grades Pre-K through 11. Our school is a part of the community based organization, East
Harlem Tutorial Program. Scholars Academy provides students educational opportunities that
prepares them with the academic and social emotional skills to realize their highest potential in
preparation for college or career readiness. Our staff strive to ensure students are a part of a school
community in which they feel comfortable to be their authentic self. We respect and value the
diversity of staff and students, and foster a culture of learning, kindness, and respect for everyone.

At East Harlem Scholars Academy, staff incorporate our core values of Service, Courage, Humility,
Originality, Leadership, Achievement, and Reflection as part providing a nurturing and supportive
environment that promotes a love of learning and self-awareness. As we strive to be anti-racist
educators, teachers create learning spaces in their classrooms that are equitable, culturally
responsive, and encourage students to engage in dialogue and critical thinking. Our goal is to
prepare our students to be agents of change as they prepare for their future in middle school, high
school, college, and beyond.

Our school implements restorative practices and culturally responsive teaching methods as a means
to ensure our students learn to be critical thinkers, question, reflect, analyze, examine, and apply
their learning in ways that are authentic and meaningful. Through our restorative approach we
maintain our commitment to being anti-racist educators by supporting, empowering, and providing
students the opportunity to be an active participant in their personal growth and development.
Students are actively supported to foster problem-solving skills, maintain positive peer relationships,
and demonstrate compassion and empathy. Likewise, our students are encouraged to advocate for
their individual needs as learners.

During the 2021-2022 school year, our students attended school in person and did not receive
hybrid or remote instruction. Our school’s staffing model included roles such as Intervention
Specialist, Multilingual Learning teacher, and SETSS teacher, who supported students by utilizing a
push-in and pull-out model to provide differentiated instruction either 1:1 or in a small group. In
addition, our staffing model included instructional coaches. The instructional coaches worked
collaboratively with classroom teachers to address the learning needs of students. Teachers
participated in coaching cycles, received support with differentiating lessons, participated in
protocols to analyze students’ data, and received feedback based on lesson observations. Teachers
also participated in collaborative planning meetings every week. During this time, teachers on the
same grade team met to review the upcoming week’s lesson plans to ensure alignment of content
and instructional delivery.

This school year, we emphasized the importance of monitoring students’ progress. Our school year
consists of three trimesters at the elementary and middle level and two semesters at the high
school level. Each trimester/semester students received progress reports as a means to provide
each student’s family to monitor and be informed about their child’s progress. Students received a
grade of passing, progressing, or not progressing on the progress report. The grade presented on
each student’s progress report was determined based on both their in-class assignments,
assessments, using a rubric that correlates to a rating of percentile ranges. One assessment we used
to monitor student’s progress and growth in reading and mathematics was i-Ready, which is an
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adaptive assessment. Students in Kindergarten-5th grade completed reading and mathematics
i-Ready diagnostic assessments. The results from the assessment assisted teachers with
personalizing student’s learning and monitoring each student’s progress.

When designing instruction our instructional staff integrates the Universal Design for Learning (UDL)
framework whereby lessons are created in order to provide multiple means of engagement, provide
multiple means of representation, and multiple means of action and expression allowing students to
have multiple pathways to access and make meaning of the content. We ensure that students are
actively and cognitively engaged in lessons by incorporating content that is relevant, providing
opportunities for class discourse, incorporating peer to peer collaborative tasks, embedding
effective questioning strategies and participating in rich class discussions. In addition, students in
second through eighth grades completed an interim assessment during the first and second
trimester using the Achievement Network online platform. At the conclusion of the first and second
trimester respectively, teachers and instructional leaders worked collaboratively to review and
analyze students’ results, and develop a clear action plan to further support students' academic
growth.

Professional development at our school is ongoing and aligned to the needs of our staff.
Throughout the school year, we have facilitated and participated in a series of professional
development sessions and workshops related to instruction, curricula and student data. At the start
of the school year, our staff participates in build days sessions that offer workshops and professional
development around school systems and structures, approaches to literacy/effective literacy
experiences for students, teaching methods and practices, and the different curricula used for
English language arts at our school. During the sessions, staff members gain knowledge, apply the
skills taught and are provided with feedback. Overthe course of the school year, at least one day out
of the week is allotted to whole school professional development whereby staff have engaged in
sessions with both in and out of school specialists around analyzing student data, differentiating
instruction for multilingual learners, and making student thinking visible. In addition, instructional
staff members receive targeted one-on-one professional development from their coach and
manager on a weekly basis as it relates to unpacking ELA and math standards, further developing
their content knowledge and learning effective literacy and mathematical strategies embedded
within the curriculum, higher ordering questions, and restorative practices.

We are encouraged by the fact that 73% of our students are on track to graduate as indicated by
their current credit acquisition. This is nearly at the 75% leading indicator measure, and we believe
that with the additional credit recovery opportunities, including Saturday Academy and zero period
classes, we will be able to have an even greater percentage graduate on time.

For the 2021-2022 academic school year, the following action steps have been put into place:

® Scholars Academy High School has invested resources in a comprehensive academic
intervention program for students, Read 180 and Math 180. All entering 9th grade students
and 10th grade students who receive specialized academic services will complete a
diagnostic assessment to determine if an academic intervention class is recommended;
students who test into Read 180 and Math 180 will engage in daily intervention lessons that
comprise both small-group targeted instruction and individual remediation lessons designed
to boost comprehension and skill development specific to students’ unique learning needs.

e All summer professional development with staff members--including both Leadership
professional development in July and All-Staff professional development in August--will
focus on pedagogical skills and knowledge development related to enhancing core
instructional practices: culturally relevant literacy instruction, project-based curriculum
development, and mastery-based feedback and grading practices. As a result, each content
area will begin the year with a fully aligned schedule of assessed standards, performance
assessment tasks, and grading practices. With full alignment achieved across content areas,
collaborative teams are able to accurately analyze and compare data across student groups,
grade levels, and at the classroom level. This will allow for stronger reflective data and
planning cycles, as well as support students in ensuring that the skills they learn early in high
school will prepare them for upper grades and beyond.

e In September 2021, all students will complete diagnostic exams aligned to their respective
grade’s summative assessment schedule. All 9th grade students will complete a Math 180
and Read 180 diagnostic assessment, as well as an on-demand writing sample. All 10th
grade students will complete a PSAT Math and ELA diagnostic exam, and all 11th grade
students will complete an SAT Math and ELA diagnostic exam.

e All 10th and 11th grade students will complete a PSAT/SAT preparatory class and begin
exploring post-secondary opportunities and setting aligned academic, social-emotional, and
extracurricular goals. Families will also have the opportunity to participate in quarterly
College Access workshops and receive support in the college exploration process.

Goal 3: English Language Arts

BACKGROUND

Transitioning from the hybrid model during the 2020-21 school year to fully in-person caused us to
reimagine what instruction could and should look like in our classrooms. The hybrid model allowed
us to acknowledge the impact and advantages of incorporating technology into our instruction in
which each student in grades K-11 is provided with a laptop that they actively use to learn content,
engage in lessons and complete assignments. Teachers have also taken advantage of technology in
which they use our Blackboard platform to upload multimedia, class assighments and content. We
have leaned into our successes during virtual learning while also embracing the benefits of physical
interactions in which our in person instruction actively engages all scholars, uplifts student voice and
is responsive to the needs of all learners. When designing instruction our instructional staff
integrates the Universal Design for Learning (UDL) framework whereby lessons are created in order
to provide multiple means of engagement, provide multiple means of representation, and multiple
means of action and expression allowing students to have multiple pathways to access and make
meaning of the content. In all K-5 classrooms we have a co-teaching model that allows effective
co-teaching practices to be implemented in order to provide differentiation and small group
instruction whereby students receive targeted instruction aligned to their needs.

In grades K-5 the primary English Language Arts curriculum utilized is Wit and Wisdom, a
curriculum that offers rich, knowledge building content and meets the expectations of state
standards. Wit and Wisdom has been an integral part of developing our students intellect, skills,
criticality and identity, in addition to providing meaningful and relevant content to students.
Through the implementation of Wit and Wisdom, our instructional staff has been able to plan and
execute instruction that continues to advance our students vocabulary acquisition, content
knowledge, exposure to high quality texts and artwork, and writing skills. In combination with Wit
and Wisdom, Wilson Fundations is used and serves as a prevention program to help reduce reading
and spelling challenges. The Fundations curriculum has been essential to the academic
development of our students' foundational skills, in which the systemic program focuses on
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phonemic awareness, phonics, handwriting, spelling and comprehension strategies. As a means to
provide our students with access to enriching literacy experiences prior to fully developing their
basic reading skills we have incorporated Geodes into the curriculum used for English language arts.
Geodes are accessible knowledge building information-rich books for emerging and developing
readers. We have integrated Geodes into our core instructional English language arts block in which
students engage in shared reading opportunities.

Scholars Academy Middle School emphasized student voice and choice as we fully immersed
ourselves in Project Based Learning. There were three major methods used to evaluate student
achievement in ELA in the 2020-21 school: Project Based Demonstrations of Learning, benchmarks
and milestones throughout the trimester, and Anet Diagnostic and Interim Assessments.. At the
beginning of the year we administered the Anet Diagnostic test for ELA which informed our focus
standards and strategic grouping. Our Humanities block and ELA Intervention Block they used this
information to create specific and strategic lessons for scholars. Teachers used weekly benchmarks
and milestone projects to assess student progress and build up to an all encompassing final project.
In addition to Humanities class, all students participated in an RTI block we called Intervention Block
that had a more responsive focus on standards and data driven instruction. Intervention block was a
flexible space to support scholars in areas of growth and provide small group instruction and
conferencing. Interim Assessments occurred once per trimester and were administered digitally
using Anet’s Online Assessment Platform. The assessments were followed by content specific data
dives where teacher teams analyzed results and actively adjusted instruction to meet the needs of
students.

RESULTS AND EVALUATION

At East Harlem Scholars Academy we see, in general, alignment between students in the second
year with the charter and all other students. This is reflective of both our strong retention numbers
(most students in third grade and above have been with us for at least two years) and the fact that
the two years prior to this administration were an anomaly for all schools and leveled off a lot of
differentiation in students’ academic experiences across schools.

Our high school has undergone a significant change in leadership that carries with it a newfound
commitment to research-based and widely-used New Visions curriculum for ELA. We believe that
adhering to a focused curriculum and lessons, particularly in English 1l will better prepare students
for Regents administration.

We also found that students returning struggled with testing and reading stamina. Many students
simply did not finish tests or essays, so we have worked with our ELA department chairs to better
scaffold reading and writing work so that students develop the stamina and focus necessary to
demonstrate mastery on exams like the Regents exam.

Goal 4: Mathematics

BACKGROUND

In grades K-5, the mathematics curriculum used is Eureka Math. The Eureka Math curriculum
focuses on key components that layer over time creating enduring math knowledge. This curriculum
allows students to gain meaningful math knowledge and skills. It is a comprehensive curriculum
that sequences mathematical progressions in crafted modules. The modules embedded within the
curriculum include lessons that focus on grade level and mathematical practice standards. The
lessons provide opportunities for students to strategically think and solve problems through the use
of mathematical manipulatives and hands-on learning experiences.

The Eureka Math curriculum outlines a logical sequence for the delivery of instruction which
includes engaging scholars in fluency practice, application problems, concept development and
student debriefs. The fluency component of instruction consists of activities that highlight student
improvement and focus on recognizing patterns and connections within the material. The activities
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provide students with differentiated practice through a variety of formats- some are conducted
orally, some require manipulatives, other use a personal whiteboard to engage all learners. The
application problem component of instruction provides students with the opportunity to problem
solve in a real- world context. Instructional staff redesign application problems to ensure they are
relevant to our scholars and their everyday lives. When solving problems students grapple with the
problems and collaborate with peers to determine solutions and strategies to solve the problems.
The concept development component of instruction provides learning opportunities for students to
learn new skills in a variety of ways, apply strategies, work collaboratively with peers, engage in
hands-on learning and ask questions etc. Mathematical instruction concludes with students
discussing their answers and learnings with peers, students making connections and teachers
addressing any student misconceptions. In all K-5 classrooms we have a co-teaching model that
allows effective co-teaching practices to be implemented in order to provide differentiation and
small group instruction whereby students receive targeted instruction aligned to their needs.

Throughout the 2021-2022 school year, Scholars Academy Middle STEM department provided high
quality standards based lessons through the lens of project based learning. While Grades 6 and 7
scholars engaged in trimester long project based learning units where they learned fundamental math
concepts and connected them to real-life science issues. Grade 8 scholars had a different experience,
taking a Living Environment and Math class separately. In the math class, scholars engaged in project
based learning through the lens of financial literacy, making connections between the math concepts
learned and the financial world we live in. The Living Environment curriculum was created using the New
Visions Curriculum. At the end of each trimester, scholars were able to participate in a PBL Showcase
that displayed the projects that they were working on all trimesters.

This year was Scholars Academy Middle first full in person school year where we transitioned to a STEM
block. This block combined Math and Science instruction into one class. Within this STEM block, Scholars
Academy Middle Il taught through Project Based Learning. Additionally, East Harlem Scholars Academy
Middle Il teacher’s met weekly in content teams to analyze student work and participate in weekly
student work protocols. This school year has built on the success of centering problem posing pedagogy,
and encouraging critical thinking throughout the next school year.

Goal 5: Science

In grades 6-8, 70% of students will pass the year with an 80% passing rate or higher. On average,

students who receive Inclusive Learning (Special Education) services will achieve a passing rate at
or within 10 percentage points of their peers.

BACKGROUND

In grades K-5 the Science curriculum used is Great Minds PhD Science. PhD Science lessons are
designed to develop students critical thinking skills about the world and make meaningful scientific
connections. Each grade consists of four modules that are centered around a phenomenon.
Students engage in learning that builds their understanding of science. Three key characteristics of
PhD Science include knowledge building, coherent storyline, and rigorous engagement. Students
build their scientific knowledge through hands-on investigations and evidence based learning of
science concepts based on the anchor phenomenon of each module. Each lesson within a module
builds on the lessons prior lesson, which allows students to develop their understanding of science
concepts in the context of the module’s anchor phenomenon. Students are encouraged to ask
guestions, share their perspectives and ideas about the phenomenon of the module, and apply
their knowledge and understanding to help explain different phenomena in the subsequent module.
Students also engage in collaborative discussion based on authentic texts in each module.

Throughout the 2021-2022 school year, Scholars Academy Middle II's STEM department
provided high quality standards based lessons through the lens of project based learning. While Grades 6
and 7 scholars engaged in trimester long project based learning units where they learned fundamental
math concepts and connected them to real-life science issues. Grade 8 scholars had a different
experience, taking a Living Environment and Math class separately. In the math class, scholars engaged in
project based learning through the lens of financial literacy, making connections between the math
concepts learned and the financial world we live in. The Living Environment curriculum was created
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using the New Visions Curriculum. At the end of each trimester, scholars were able to participate in a PBL
Showcase that displayed the projects that they were working on all trimesters.

This year was Scholars Academy Middle first full in person school year where we transitioned to
a STEM block. This block combined Math and Science instruction into one class. Within this STEM block,
Scholars Academy Middle Il taught through Project Based Learning. Additionally, East Harlem Scholars
Academy Middle Il teacher’s met weekly in content teams to analyze student work and participate in
weekly student work protocols. This school year has built on the success of centering problem posing
pedagogy, and encouraging critical thinking throughout the next school year.

ELemENTARY AND MIDDLE Science

Goal 5: Absolute Measure

Each year, 75 percent of all tested students enrolled in at least their second year will perform at or
above proficiency on the New York State science examination.

METHOD

The school administered the New York State Testing Program science assessment to students in 4™
and 8" grade in spring 2022. The school converted each student’s raw score to a performance level
and a grade-specific scaled score. The criterion for success on this measure requires students
enrolled in at least their second year to score at proficiency.

RESULTS AND EVALUATION

42% of students demonstrating proficiency on the 4th grade science exam is indicative of our
students need for additional hands-on performance-based science assessment and instruction. We
are below our goal and look forward to incorporating more lab-based science lessons now that we
are fully back in person.

We saw a dip in performance on the Living Environment Regents that we attribute largely to staffing
inconsistencies in our STEM department. There was a significant gap during which we did not have a
full time science teacher teaching Living Environment and students did not have the same
experience they had in prior years.
