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SCHOOL OVERVIEW

East Harlem Scholars Academies are public charter schools that prepare students with the skills, strength

of character, and emotional well-being to excel academically, lead in their communities and realize their

best possible selves. East Harlem Scholars Academies are operated by East Harlem Tutorial Program, a

community-based organization founded in 1958.

EHSA serves a K-12 student population reflective of the community (CSD4) within which it is located.

Over 90% of the students in the charter qualify for free or reduced price lunch, roughly 20% are

multilingual learners, and just over 20% of the students have IEPs. EHSA prides itself in its anti-racist

approach to instruction, family engagement, and student culture and invests heavily in creating an

inclusive environment for all learners.

Key design elements include a deep commitment to strong instructional leadership and professional

development, culturally responsive teaching, integration of social emotional learning, and the

integration of performance-based assessment. Particularly unique to this charter school is the long

history with partner organization, EHTP, and our deep history in East Harlem and partnership with East

Harlem families.

GOAL 1: ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS
Students will be proficient readers, writers and speakers of the English language.

BACKGROUND

East Harlem Scholars Academy continued using the Wit & Wisdom curriculum, which was introduced in

the 2020-2021 school year. Wit & Wisdom remains the cornerstone of our K-12 ELA program, offering a

comprehensive approach that integrates reading, writing, speaking, listening, grammar, and vocabulary.

Each grade level engages with four modules of study designed to build students’ knowledge in science

and the liberal arts, while aligning with New York State Common Core standards. Throughout the year,
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students have been exposed to high-quality texts and rigorous instruction that fosters critical thinking

and meaningful connections.

During the 2023-2024 school year, we recognized the need for deeper instructional consistency and

stronger foundational literacy instruction in the lower grades. While Fundations was introduced for K-3

students, its implementation was not done with full fidelity across classrooms. This highlighted the need

for additional support to ensure that all teachers are effectively delivering phonics, spelling, and

handwriting instruction in a structured and systematic way. As we look toward the 2024-2025 school

year, we are taking steps to address these gaps and strengthen foundational literacy.

To further support teacher development and ensure curriculum alignment, we began laying the

groundwork for a new collaboration with Teaching Lab toward the tail end of 2023-2024. This

partnership will officially take effect in the 2024-2025 school year, with the goal of providing coaching

and professional development for teachers and instructional leaders. Teaching Lab’s research-based

approach is designed to improve teacher practice by focusing on high-quality instructional materials like

Wit & Wisdom. Their coaching model will allow us to shift more teacher time toward differentiation and

innovation, ensuring that all students meet rigorous standards.

In grades 6-8, the cross-curricular Humanities block continued to integrate ELA and History, allowing

students to engage with content more deeply through project-based learning. Our instructional leaders

worked to align instructional practices and curricular resources with the Next Gen standards, but we

identified areas for improvement to better support both teachers and students moving forward.

ELA Measure 2 - Absolute

Each year, the school’s aggregate Performance Index (“PI”) on the State English language arts exam will

meet that year’s state Measure of Interim Progress (“MIP”) set forth in the state’s ESSA accountability

system.

In New York State, ESSA school performance goals are met by showing that an absolute proportion of a

school's students who have taken the English language arts test have scored at the partially proficient, or

proficient and advanced performance levels (Levels 2 or 3 & 4). The percentage of students at each of

these three levels is used to calculate a PI and determine if the school has met the MIP set each year by

the state’s ESSA accountability system. To achieve this measure, all tested students must have a PI value

that equals or exceeds the state’s 2023-24 English language arts MIP for all students of 113. The PI is the

sum of the percent of students in all tested grades combined scoring at Level 2, plus two times the

percent of students scoring at Level 3, plus two-and-a-half times the percent of students scoring at Level

4. Thus, the highest possible PI is 250. 2

Each year, the school will exceed its predicted level of performance on the state English language arts

exam by an effect size of 0.3 or above (performing higher than expected to a meaningful degree)

according to a regression analysis controlling for economically disadvantaged students among all public

SUMMARY OF THE ELA GOAL

The school did not meet most ELA goals for 2023-2024, including proficiency targets, state PI, and

comparative performance against the district. Additionally, the school did not exceed its predicted

performance based on regression analysis.

However, the school exceeded the growth target, with students in grades 4-8 showing significant

progress under the state’s Growth Model. Despite missing proficiency benchmarks, the positive growth

indicates potential for improvement in the coming years.

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EVALUATION OF ELA GOAL

The data above indicates mixed results in meeting the ambitious goals set forth in the accountability plan

for English Language Arts (ELA) performance. Specifically, the school did not achieve the goal of 75%

proficiency for students enrolled for at least two years on the New York State English language arts exam

for grades 3-8. Additionally, the percentage of students performing at proficiency was lower than that of

students in the same tested grades in the comparison district.

To support the effective implementation of our ELA program, our teachers have engaged in a rigorous

professional development program. At the end of the 2023-2024 school year, we expanded these efforts

by partnering with Teaching Lab, an organization that works closely with educators to strengthen

instructional systems and drive professional learning. Through this collaboration, our teachers received

enhanced coaching and development tailored to their needs. Teaching Lab’s model is research-based and

rooted in the belief that studying high-quality instructional materials not only enhances teacher practice

but also improves student outcomes. The shift towards a focus on curriculum has allowed teachers to

spend less time on lesson planning and more on innovation in their classrooms.

GOAL 2: MATHEMATICS
Students will demonstrate competency in the understanding and application of mathematical

computation and problem solving.

BACKGROUND

East Harlem Scholars Academy Elementary engaged in over 90 minutes of math instruction daily. In

addition, students used i-Ready, an adaptive digital tool that provided targeted practice and support to

students in Math. In the 2020-2021 school year, Scholars Academy adopted the Eureka math curriculum,

and the school has continued its investment in the curriculum to the present. Eureka Math is a program

grounded in a developing conceptual understanding of math for both students and teachers

implementing the program.

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BACKGROUND

The science curriculum at East Harlem Scholars Academy is rooted in experiential and project-based

learning. In the elementary grades, students use the PhD Science curriculum created by Great Minds.

The alignment with the Wit and Wisdom ELA curriculum and Eureka Squared Math curriculum allow

instructors to draw cross-curricular connections.

On the secondary level, our STEM department chairs in grades 6-12 work to align science and math

curriculum. In 8th grade, students are enrolled in Living Environment and are able to receive Regents

credit prior to entering high school.

This

coaching will ensure that educators have the necessary support and professional development to

implement Amplify Science effectively and align their instructional practices with best standards.
