Explore Excel Charter School, an existing not-for-profit charter school education 
corporation, located at 1077 Remsen Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11236 (Community School 
District (CSD) 18) and 956 East 82nd Street, Brooklyn, NY 11236 (CSD 18) currently serving 
approximately 370 students in grades K-5, proposes to merge with the following education 
corporations:
