This updated final Notice is to inform you that the State University of New York Board of Trustees (the “SUNY Trustees”), in its capacity as a charter authorizer, approved the extension(s) of the charter(s) of the charter school(s) listed below, sent the extension(s) to the New York State Board of Regents (the “Board of Regents”), and the extension(s) have been approved by operation of law in accordance with the New York Charter Schools Act of 1998, as amended (the “Act”).  As the Act requires no further action, this will be the last notice on these items.   


Extensions

· Broome Street Academy Charter High School, located at 121 Avenue of the Americas, New York, NY 10013, in Community School District (“CSD”) 2, currently serving approximately 325 students in grades 9-12, sought an extension of its charter from October 19, 2015 through July 31, 2016 to finish the 2015-16 school year.  The school would serve 325 students in grades 9-12 during the extension. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension application on or about April 27, 2015; 2) approved it on June 29, 2015, and sent the proposed extension charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the extension was approved by operation of law on November 18, 2015.

· Heketi Community Charter School, located at 403 Concord Avenue, Bronx, NY 10454 in CSD 7, currently serving approximately 208 students in grades K-4, sought an extension of its charter from December 14, 2015 through July 31, 2016 to finish the 2015-16 school year.  The school would serve 240 students in grades K-5 during the extension. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension application on or about April 30, 2015; 2) approved it on June 29, 2015, and sent the proposed extension charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the extension was approved by operation of law on November 18, 2015.

· Icahn Charter School 5, located 1500 Pelham Parkway Bronx, NY, 10461 in CSD 11, sought an extension of its charter from January 12, 2015 to July 31, 2016. According to the extension application, the school would serve approximately 216 students in grades K-5. The extension would provide the school with five full school years of operation before facing renewal. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension application on or about September 26, 2014; 2) approved it on October 8, 2014, and sent the proposed extension charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the extension was approved by operation of law on April 23, 2015.

· Invictus Preparatory Charter School, located at 370 Fountain Avenue, Brooklyn NY 11208 in CSD 19, sought an extension of its charter from December 13, 2015 to July 31, 2016. According to the extension application, the school would serve approximately 342 students in grades 5-8 during the 2015-16 school year.  The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension application on or about October 14, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed extension charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the extension was approved by operation of law on September 28, 2015.
· Public Prep Charter School Academies, an education corporation with the authority to operate Boys Preparatory Charter School of New York, located 1695 Seward Avenue, Bronx, NY 10473 in CSD 8 sought an extension of its authority to operate the school from December 13, 2015 to July 31, 2019 in order to have a full five years of operation prior to renewal.  According to the extension application, the school would serve approximately 432 students in grades K-5 during the 2018-19 school year. The extension would provide the school with five full school years of operation before facing renewal.  The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension application on or about February 24, 2015; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed extension charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the extension was approved by operation of law on August 31, 2015.
