This updated, final Notice is to inform you that the State University of New York Board of Trustees (the “SUNY Trustees”), in its capacity as a charter authorizer, approved the renewal(s), of the charter(s) of the charter school(s) listed below, sent the renewal(s) to the New York State Board of Regents (the “Board of Regents”), and the renewal(s) have been approved by operation of law in accordance with the New York Charter Schools Act of 1998, as amended (the “Act”).  As the Act requires no further action, this will be the last notice on these items.   


Renewals

· Achievement First Apollo Charter School, located at 350 Linwood Street Brooklyn, NY, 11208 in Community School District (“CSD”) 19, sought a five year renewal of its charter to commence on August 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to serve approximately 938 students in grades K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it with conditions on February 3, 2015, limiting growth to approximately 824 students in grades K-8 in the next charter term, and, sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on June 30, 2015.

· Achievement First-Bushwick Charter School, an existing charter school located at 125 Covert Street, Brooklyn, NY 11207 and 1300 Greene Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11237 both in CSD 32, sought a five year renewal of its charter to commence on August 1, 2014. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to serve approximately 965 students in grades K-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 14, 2013; 2) approved it on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 24, 2014.

· Amber Charter School, an education corporation operating more than one school, sought to renew its authority to operate its charter school of the same name, located at 220 East 106th Street, New York, NY 10029 in CSD 4, for a period of five years to commence on July 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 520 students in grades K-5. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 8, 2015.

· Bronx Preparatory Charter School, located at 3872 3rd Ave, Bronx, NY 10457 in CSD 9, sought a five year renewal of its charter commencing July 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 710 students in grades 6-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 5, 2015.

· Brooklyn Dreams Charter School, located at 259 Parkville Ave, Brooklyn NY 12230 in CSD 22, sought an extension of its charter from January 12, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to approximately 704 students in its current grades, K-8. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 16, 2014 and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on September 24, 2014, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on April 17, 2015; 3) approved a short-term, three year renewal on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 5, 2015.

· Brooklyn East Collegiate Charter School, located at 80 Underhill Ave., Brooklyn, NY 12238 in CSD 13, sought an extension of its charter from February 23, 2014 to July 31, 2015 and thereafter a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to serve approximately 476 students in grades 5-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013 and 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on September 17, 2014; 3) approved the renewal application on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on June 30, 2015. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools merged education corporation.
· Brownsville Collegiate Charter School, an existing charter school located at 364 Sackman Street, 4th floor, Brooklyn, NY 11212 in CSD 23, sought an extension of its charter from February 23, 2014 to July 31, 2014. Thereafter, it applied for a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to 546 students in grades 5-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on September 17, 2014; 3) approved the renewal charter on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 15, 2014. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation.
· Excellence Boys Charter School of Bedford Stuyvesant, an existing charter school located at 239 Patchen Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11221 in CSD 16, sought an extension of its charter from March 15, 2014 to July 31, 2014. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to approximately 849 students in its current grades, K-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on May 13, 2014; 3) approved the renewal application on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on September 30, 2014. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation.
· Excellence Girls Charter School, an existing charter school located at 794 Monroe Street, Brooklyn, NY 11221 in CSD 16, sought an extension of its charter to commence on October 20, 2013, and to terminate on July 31, 2014. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to approximately 424 students in grades, K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on May 13, 2014; 3) approved the renewal application on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on September 30, 2014. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation.
· Girls Preparatory Charter School of the Bronx, an existing charter school located at 681 Kelly Street, Bronx, NY 10455 in CSD 8, sought an extension of its charter from February 23, 2014 to July 31, 2014. Thereafter, it sought a three year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to 672 students in grades, K-8. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on June 23, 2014; 3) approved a short-term, three year renewal on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on September 30, 2014.
· Grand Concourse Academy Charter School, an existing charter school located at 116-118 East 169th Street, Bronx, NY 10452-7704 in CSD 9, sought a five year renewal of its charter to commence on August 1, 2014. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to approximately 400 students in its current grades, K-5. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved it on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 17, 2014.
· Harlem Village Academy Leadership Charter School, located at 35 West 124th Street, New York, NY, 10027 and 2351 First Avenue, 3rd Floor, New York, NY, 10035 in CSD 4, sought a five year renewal of its charter to commence on August 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 957 students in grades K-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 5, 2015.

· Leadership Preparatory Brownsville Charter School, an existing charter school located at 985 Rockaway Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11212 in CSD 23, sought an extension of its charter to commence on October 27, 2013, and to terminate on July 31, 2014. Thereafter, it applied for a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would grow to provide instruction to 807 students in grades, K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on June 23, 2014; 3) approved a short-term, three year renewal on January 27, 2014, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 16, 2014. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation.
· Leadership Preparatory Ocean Hill Charter School, located at 51 Christopher Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11212 in CSD 23, sought an extension of its charter to commence on October 27, 2013, and to terminate on July 31, 2015.  Thereafter, it applied for a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 866 students in grades K-11. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013 and 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on May 30, 2014; 3) approved the renewal application on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on June 30, 2015. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation
· Merrick Academy - Queens Public Charter School, located at 136-25 218th Street Springfield, NY, 11413 in CSD 29, sought a five year renewal of its charter to commence on July 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 500 students in grades K-6. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on September 30, 2015.
· New Hope Academy Charter School, located at 475 E. 57th St. Brooklyn, NY, 11203 in CSD 18, sought an extension of its charter from February 17, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 390 students in grades K-5. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 26, 2014 and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension application on October 8, 2014, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approve by operation of law on April 17, 2015; 3) approved only a short-term, three year renewal with conditions on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 5, 2015.

· New World Preparatory Charter School, located at 26 Sharpe Avenue, Staten Island, NY 10302 in CSD 31, sought an extension of its charter from February 17, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 375 students in grades 6-8. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 29, 2014 and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension application on October 8, 2014; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on April 17, 2015; 3) approved only a short-term, three year renewal on February 3, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 5, 2015.
· Ocean Hill Collegiate Charter School, located at 1137 Herkimer St., Brooklyn, NY 11233 in CSD 23, sought an extension of its charter to commence on February 23, 2014, and to terminate on July 31, 2015.  Thereafter, it applied for a five year renewal of its charter. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 476 students in grades 5-12. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about August 15, 2013 and 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 18, 2013; which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on June 18, 2014; 3) approved the renewal application on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on June 30, 2015. Please note that this school is now or will soon be legally part of the Uncommon New York City Charter Schools education corporation.
· Public Prep Charter School Academies, an education corporation with the authority to operate Girls Preparatory Charter School of New York, located at 442 East Houston Street, Room 312, New York, NY 10002 and 420 East 12th Street, Room 203, New York, NY 10009 in CSD 1, sought a five year renewal of its charter and its authority to operate the school to commence on July 1, 2015. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 675 students in grades K-8. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about August 15, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 31, 2015. Please note that after September 30, 2015, the legal name of the education corporation will be Public Prep Charter School Academies (the school name will remain unchanged).
· Success Academy Charter Schools – NYC, an education corporation operating more than one school, sought to renew its authority to operate the following charter schools:
· Success Academy Charter School – Bronx 1 is located at 339 Morris Avenue, Bronx NY, 10451 in CSD 7. The education corporation sought an extension of its authority to operate the school from February 17, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its authority to operate the school. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 956 students in grades K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 26, 2014, and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 8, 2014, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on January 2, 2015; 3) approved the renewal application on February 3, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charters to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 8, 2015.
· Success Academy Charter School - Bronx 2, is located at 450 St. Paul’s Place, Bronx, NY, 10456 and 270 E. 167th Street Bronx, NY, 10456 in CSD 9. The education corporation sought an extension of its authority to operate the school from February 17, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its authority to operate the school. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 962 students in grades K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 26, 2014, and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 8, 2014, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on January 2, 2015; 3) approved the renewal application on February 3, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charters to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 8, 2015.
· Success Academy Charter School – Harlem 5 is located at 301 West 140th Street, New York, NY, 10030 in CSD 5. The education corporation sought an extension of its charter from February 17, 2015 to July 31, 2015. Thereafter, it sought a five year renewal of its authority to operate the school. According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 880 students in grades K-10. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the extension and renewal applications on or about September 26, 2014, and August 15, 2014, respectively; 2) approved the extension on October 8, 2014, which was sent to the Board of Regents and approved by operation of law on January 2, 2015; 3) approved the renewal application on February 3, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charters to the Board of Regents; and, 4) the renewal was approved by operation of law on October 8, 2015.
· UFT Charter School, located at 300 Wyona Street, Brooklyn, NY 11207 and 800 Van Siclen Avenue, Brooklyn, NY 11207 in CSD 19, sought a five year renewal of its charter for grades 9-12 only commencing August 1, 2015.  According to the renewal application, the school would serve approximately 435 students. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the renewal application on or about February 12, 2015; 2) approved it only for a three year renewal term on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed renewal charter to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the renewal was approved by operation of law on August 31, 2015.
