This updated final Notice is to inform you that the State University of New York Board of Trustees (the “SUNY Trustees”), in its capacity as a charter authorizer, approved the revision(s) of the charter(s) of the charter school(s) listed below, sent the revision(s) to the New York State Board of Regents (the “Board of Regents”), and the revision(s) have been approved by operation of law in accordance with the New York Charter Schools Act of 1998, as amended (the “Act”).  As the Act requires no further action, this will be the last notice on these items.   


Revisions

· Brooklyn East Collegiate Charter School, located at 80 Underhill Avenue, Brooklyn, New York, 11238, in New York City Community School District (“CSD”) 13, which served 263 students in grades 5-8 in the 2014-15 school year, was approved to expand the school’s program and begin serving high school grades in the 2014-15 school year, the last year of the school’s then current charter term, as follows: 333 students in grades 5-9. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about December 10, 2013; 2) approved it on June 4, 2014, and sent the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on November 4, 2014.
· Leadership Preparatory Bedford Stuyvesant Charter School, located at 141 Macon Street, Brooklyn, New York 11216 in CSD 13, which served 667 students in grades K-8 in the 2014-15 school year, was approved to expand the school’s program and serve high school grades, , as follows: 673 students in grades K-9 beginning in the 2014-15 school year and 725 students in grades K-10 in the 2015-16 school year, the last year of the current charter term. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about December 10, 2013; 2) approved it on June 4, 2014, and sent the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on November 4, 2014.
· Ocean Hill Collegiate Charter School, located at 1137 Herkimer Street, Brooklyn, New York 11233 in CSD 23, which served 263 students in grades 5-8 in the 2014-15 school year, was approved to expand its program to serve high school grades beginning in the 2014-15 school year, the last year of the school’s then current charter term, as follows: 333 students in grades 5-9. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about December 10, 2013; 2) approved it on June 4, 2014, and sent the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on November 4, 2014.
· Family Life Academy Charter School, the education corporation that operates the following schools: 

· Family Life Academy Charter School II, located at 296 East 140th Street, Bronx, NY 10454 in CSD 7, currently serving approximately 260 students in grades K-4; and,
· Family Life Academy Charter School III, located at 296 East 140th Street, Bronx, NY 10454 in CSD 7, currently serving approximately 150 students in grade K-2, requested to expand the grades offered by the above-named schools in the next term of authority to operate each school from K-5 to K-8. SUNY agrees to accept such grade expansion by currently amending each school’s charter regarding the terms of each school’s renewal application such that the expansion will be contingent upon each school: 1) providing a renewal application with the grade expansion; 2) qualifying for at least a short-term renewal pursuant to the SUNY Renewal Policies; and, 3) being in good standing at such time.  

The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision applications on or about February 11, 2015; 2) approved them on June 29, 2015, and sent the proposed revisions to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revisions were approved by operation of law on November 26, 2015.

· Grand Concourse Academy Charter School, located at 116-118 E 196th Street, Bronx, NY 10452, in CSD 9, currently serving approximately 408 students in grades K-5, requested to add a middle school program beginning in the 2015-16 school year with the addition of one grade each year.  By the end of the current charter term the school would enroll approximately 695 students in grades K-8. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about December 2, 2014; 2) approved it on March 6, 2015, and sent the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on August 3, 2015.

· Harlem Preparatory Charter School, located at 240 East 123rd Street, NY, NY 10035 and 410 East 100th Street, NY, NY 10029 in CSD 4, currently serving approximately 702 students in grades K-8, requested to participate in the Pathways Program with Democracy Prep Charter School (authorized by the New York City Department of Education (“NYCDOE”), Democracy Prep Harlem Charter School (authorized by the NYCDOE) and Democracy Prep Endurance Charter School (authorized by the NYCDOE).  The Pathways Program offers programming and services to students with disabilities with the greatest academic needs through a cooperative arrangement between the charter schools and Democracy Prep Public Schools Inc. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about May 7, 2015; 2) approved it on June 29, 2015, and will send the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and, 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on December 16, 2015.

· King Center Charter School, located at 104 Lang Avenue, Buffalo, NY 14215 in the Buffalo City School District, currently serving approximately 360 students in grades K-8, requested to amend the not-for-profit charter school education corporation’s current by-laws to, among other things, put in place a mechanism to address potential conflicts of interest on the corporation’s board. The SUNY Trustees: 1) received the revision application on or about August 27, 2014; 2) approved it on February 3, 2015, and sent the proposed revision to the Board of Regents; and 3) the revision was approved by operation of law on August 3, 2015.
