Historically, the majority of students,
including those who are economically
disadvantaged, have chosen to stay at
FLACS Ill once enrolled; most students that
leave have moved or have other change of
life events. In 2016-2017, FLACS lll met its
retention targets. Between BEDS day 2015
and BEDS day 2016, FLACS Il retained
81.7% of its economically disadvantaged
students. The target for retention set by the
school’s authorizer was 92.0%.

The first step in ensuring that FLACS Il
meets its retention targets in the future is to
continue to provide rigorous academic
curricula, demonstrate student academic
success and provide a nurturing and inviting
environment for families that will encourage
parents to keep their children enrolled at
FLACS Ill.
